MARITIME WINES

We source many of our wines from vineyards within 30 miles
of a coastline. Ocean influence shapes these wines with
natural freshness, balance, and complexity—qualities that pair
beautifully with our fresh seafood. Our maritime wine program
is built around this idea, highlighting bottles that express
the character of their coastal origins. On the following pages,
we explore four regions where the water plays a defining role
in the vineyard: Santa Barbara County, Provence & Southern France,
Bordeaux, and the Sonoma Coast.
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SANTA BARBARA COUNTY

Santa Barbara County sits near the Pacific, where cool marine winds and fog
move through rare east-west valleys, extending the growing season and
preserving freshness. The result is balanced, bright wines with lively acidity.
Diverse soils, from limestone to ancient seabed, add mineral complexity,
making these wines especially suited for seafood.

Pinot Blanc, Deovelt ‘La Encantada’ 85
Sta. Rita Hills 2022

~10 mi to the Pacific Ocean. Aged Pinot Blanc with layered apple and

white peach, driven by bright acidity. The finish has hints of saline and
minerality, reminiscent of premier cru Chablis.

~16 mi to the Pacific Ocean. Cassis and black plum with graphite

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PROVENCE/SOUTHERN FRANCE

Provence sits along the Mediterranean, where coastal winds, sun, and limestone
soils produce bright, mineral-driven wines with fresh acidity. Grenache and
Clairette develop aromatics and texture, resulting in wines that are light,
saline, and herbal. From rosés of Cotes de Provence to whites of Cassis and
reds of Bandol, these wines pair seamlessly with seafood.

Bordeaux’s vineyards line the Garonne River and Gironde Estuary, where Atlantic
breezes moderate temperatures and support slow ripening. Gravel, clay, and
limestone soils shape balanced, structured wines. This coastal influence
extends to the cuisine, especially Arcachon Bay oysters, paired with bright,
mineral whites, while reds complement richer seafood and grilled meats.

Cold fog and strong maritime winds create one of the state’s coolest
climates, while well-draining soils produce wines with bright acidity, lifted
aromatics, and subtle saline minerality, ideal with seafood.
